The financial statements are for Health Informatics Society of Australia Limited as an individual entity, incorporated and
domiciled in Australia. Health Informatics Society of Australia Limited is a company limited by guarantee.

Mole 1: Statement of Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation

Health Informatics Society of Australia Limited has elected to early adopt the pronouncements AASB 1053
Application of Tiers of Australian Accounting Standards and AASB 2010-2; Amendments to Australian Accounting
Standards arising from Reduced Disclosure Requirements to the annual reporting period beginning 1 July 2010.

The financial statements are general purpose financial statements that have been prepared in accordance with Australian
Accounting Standards — Reduced Disclosure Requirsments of the Australian Accounting Standards Board and the
Corporations Act 2001,

Australian Accounting Standards set out accounting policies that the AASE has concluded would result in financial
statements containing relevant and reliable information about transactions, events and conditions. Material accounting
policies adopted in the preparation of these financial statements are presented below and have been consistently applied
unless otherwise staled.

The financial statements have been prepared on an accruals basis and are based on historical costs, modified, where
applicable, by the measurement at tair value of selected non-current assets, financial assets and financial llabilities.

Accounting Policies

a. Revenue
Revenue from the rendering of a service is recognised upon the delivery of the service to the customers. Interest
revenue is recognised using the effective interest rate method, which for floating rate financial assets is the rate
inherent in the instrument,
Revenue from memberships has been recognised on an accruals basis. Refer Note 1 (1) for further details relating to the
change in the revenue accounting policy.
All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

b. Income Tax
Mo provision for income tax has been raised as the entity is exempt frem income tax under Div 50 of the Income Tax
Assessment Act 1997,

c. Cash and Cash Equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks, other shart-term highly liquid
investments with original maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts, Bank overdrafts are shown within
short-term borrowings in current liabilities on the statement of financial position.
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
